Department of Computer Science:
COMP 595MC/L (2+1) – Mobile Computing (3 units @ C-5)

Discussion of issues related to the design, development, networking, and

deployment of mobile computing system for pervasive and mobile applications.

Lab: three hours per week.
Department of Electrical and Computer Engineering:
ECE 595DEG - Distributed Alternative Energy Generation (3 units @ C-4)

This is a graduate/senior level course on alternative energy resources while they are used in electric power systems.  These energy resources are distributed in different nodes of the future electric power system named “DISTRIBUTED GENERATION”. This course has two specific objectives (1) To learn principles of operation, dynamic modeling and control of distributed energy generation devices such as: PVs, wind turbine, fuel cell, storage devices and micro turbines. (2) To improve research and presentation skills. This course covers the operation principles of different distributed energy technologies such as combustion turbines, fuel cells, wind turbines, micro turbines, hybrid systems, photovoltaic systems and energy storage systems. Basics of modeling, control, interconnection methods, principles of power electronic interfacing circuits, and application of each power generator will be presented and discussed.  Students are encouraged to do a project on one topic related to todays distributed energy needs and challenges. Students are expected to know the basics of power systems.
